For that reason we are excited to again be partnering with the 

American Motorcyclist Association (AMA) to continue our na-

tionally recognized Ride Smart. Drive Smart. Safety education 

partnership for a fourth consecutive riding season.  

Our partnership with the AMA provides meaningful avenues to 

promote awareness toward the three key safety messages 

stressed in the program, which include:

Ride sober -- incorporating the AMA's national 

Ride Straight program.
