For many of us, our pride and joy
has been resting quietly in the garage all winter, waiting for spring to arrive. But time is hard on a bike. Tires
slowly leak air. Dirt particles spended in the oil slowly settle to the bottom of the engine. Water can condense
in the fuel tank. Batteries slowlgsetheir charge. In other words, your bike needs some attenifmmeyour

first ride. Your Wing is a very complex machine. You needieck and correct any mechanical problems

before heading down the road. Charge your battery; check your tires and add air as needed. Inspect the trea
damage, excessive wear and cracks. Check all light bulbs to make sure they work. Change tlegled.if ne

Give your bike a thorough inspection.

ring or | atch. Make sure they work as inteanded.
accident. Fit is important too. If your helmet has become loose over the years, consider replacing it. Developi

Motorist Awareness

Ten Things All Car & Truck Drivers Should Know About Motorcycles

1. There are a lot more cars and trucks than motorcycles on the road, and some drivers don't "recognize'
motorcycle; they ignore it (usually unimt@&onally). Look for motorcycles, especially when checking
traffic at an intersection.

2. Because of its small size, a motorcycle may look farther away thantinmy also be difficult to judge
a mot or cy &Mhaen éheckisgpraffee tb turn at amersection or into (or out of) a driveway,
predict a motorcycle is closer than it looks.

3. Because of its small size, a motorcycle can b
masked by objects or backgrounds outside a car (business, bridges, etc)lake an extra moment to
thoroughly check traffic, whether you're changing lanes or turning at intersections.

4. Because of its small size a motorcycle may seem to be moving faster than it rdaty'isassume all
motorcyclists arspeed demons.

5. Motorcyclists often slow by downshifting or merely rolling off the throttle, thus not activating the brake
light. Allow more following distance, say 3 or 4 secondd.intersections, predict a motorcyclist may
slow down without visual waing.

6. Turn signals on a motorcycle usually are not-ealiceling, thus some riders, (especially beginners)
sometimes forget to turn them off after a turn or lane chahtgke sure a motorcycle's signal is for real.

7. Motorcyclists often adjust positionithin a lane to be seen more easily and to minimize the effects of
road debris, passing vehicles, and witthderstand that motorcyclists adjust lane position for a purpose,
not to be reckless or show off or to allow you to share the lane with them.

8. Maneauverability is one of a motorcycle's better characteristics, especially at slower speeds and with
good road conditions, but don't expect a motorcyclist to always be able to dodge out of the way.

9. Stopping distance for motorcycles is nearly the same asfey but slippery pavement makes stopping
quickly difficult. Allow more following distance behind a motorcycle because it can't always stop "on a
dime."

10.When a motorcycle is in motion, don't think of it as motorcycle; think of it as a person.
