May is Motorcycle Awareness MonthMay is Motorcycle Awareness Month  

Every driving situation is different and must be dealt with ac-

cordingly. Applying these safe driving practices is the responsi-

bility of the motorist.  

Drive aware when you are on the road. Expect to see motorcy-

cles, not just another car. Do not trust your mirrors as motorcy-

cles can be hidden in your blind spot. Look over your shoulder 

before you change lanes.  

Look twice before pulling into an intersection and before pulling 

into or out of a driveway. Be extra cautious in places where 

crashes are most likely to occur -at intersections.  

Give motorcycles more space than you would give other vehi-

cles. Remember that even with proper safety equipment a motor-

cycle rider is vulnerable to serious injury or death should they be 

involved in a collision with another vehicle. Allow at least a 3-

second following distance on dry pavement and about a 5-second 

following distance on wet pavement or during poor weather con-

ditions.  

Be courteous. Signal your intentions of a turn or lane change. 

Avoid speeding up when a motorcycle is passing you. Never cut 

in too closely after passing a motorcycle. Remember the person 

underneath that helmet could be someone you know, maybe a

Hugs and Kisses to all -   Ǆ Debbie  & Mr. òBó 

Treasurer Report & Line Dance Instructor

It is SPRING and riding season is here at last.  This 

month I would like to talk about being prepared for 

misfortunes. Most break downs are avoidable with 

proper maintenance but some are not. Letôs take a 

flat tire as an example. Your tires are in good shape 

with plenty of tread on them, youôre out on a day 

ride in the country with or without friends. You run 

over a nail or screw with the front tire, usually this 

will stand up the nail so that when the back tire gets 

to it, it will puncture the rear tire. If you are prepared 

you will have a tire repair kit or a plug kit with you. 

A plug kit can be expensive but a repair kit will cost 

less than a tow. Learn how to do these repairs before 

you need them and remember that a plugged tire is to 

get you to a repair shop to be replaced, not to run on 

for another week. Thatôs just not smart. 

When riding in a group, particularly if it's tightly 

packed, there's a strong tendency for riders to focus 

on the motorcycle directly in front of them, making it 

their primary target. Because the following rider is 

not focusing on the road ahead, he or she is con-

stantly braking, accelerating and executing erratic 

corners. And, if the leading rider crashes on a curve, 

there's a high probability that the next rider will fol-

low suit. If, instead, the road becomes the following 

rider's primary focus, and the other riders ahead are 

placed in peripheral vision, the following rider will 

be smoother and safer.  

It's a good idea to practice sharpening up your pe-

ripheral vision even when walking down a sidewalk. 

For example, try to pick out details in your surround-

ings without looking at them directly. With a little 

practice, you can improve both your sight manage-

ment and your riding technique. 

Just remember Murphyôs Law of Motorcycle Repair 

ï If youôre prepared and have all the right tools, 

youôll never need them.

We heard from a paramedic about what we should do 

in case of an accident, and from an insurance agent 

about how to protect our financial well being.
